In this talk, Michael Shermer, one of the word’s best known skeptics and critical thinkers, will present his comprehensive and provocative theory on how humans form beliefs about the world.  He will answer the questions of how and why we believe what we do in all aspects of our lives, from our suspicions and superstitions to our politics, economics and social beliefs.  

Drawing on 30 years of research, Dr Shermer will explain the neurophysiology of belief system construction at the single neuron level, and then reconstruct from the bottom up how our brains form beliefs.  He will explain how these cognitive processes evolved, what purpose they served in the lives of our ancestors, and what purpose they serve in our lives today. Dr Shermer will demonstrate why science is the best tool to determine whether or not a belief matches reality.

URBAN STORMWATER: PUBLIC NUISANCE OR PRECIOUS RESOURCE? 
Speaker: Associate Professor Tim Fletcher

Urbanisation results in major disturbance to the water cycle, with infiltration and evapotranspiration greatly reduced and the volume and rate of runoff greatly increased. Resulting pollution and degradation of receiving waters is one of the major threats to waterways in Australia and around the world. At the same time, water shortages in cities have resulted in stormwater being considered seriously for the first time as an alternative water resource. This presentation will focus on a new approach, which aims to retain and use stormwater within the catchment, rehydrating urban landscapes, and protecting receiving waters from degradation. It will present as a case study the innovative long-term catchment-scale experiment – the Little Stringybark Creek Project – discussing social, economic and technical lessons for stormwater management.

A SOUTHERN HEMISPHERE PERSPECTIVE

Geoengineering would attempt to globally manipulate the Earth system. It is increasingly being discussed as a possible strategy to counteract some of the eff ects of anthropogenic climate change. While not advocating geoengineering, both the Royal Society in the UK and the US National Academy of Sciences have recently called for research to explore how geoengineering approaches may impact on the Earth system.

In response to these calls for geoengineering research, it is important to develop a southern hemisphere perspective on possible geoengineering interventions. To engage in any future high-level international discussion or agreements relating to geoengineering options, Australia needs to be well informed of the ideas being explored. This symposium will address some of the implications, including opportunities and risks, of diff erent suggested approaches to geoengineering the climate and the possible impacts in the southern hemisphere.

• Carbon dioxide removal
• Solar radiation management
• Governance, ethics, risks and uncertainty

It only takes three hours of riding a week to reduce the risk of heart disease and stroke by 50%. Run by the Bicycle Network, Ride to Work is a year-long program that encourages thousands of Australians who are thinking about commuting by bicycle to work to start. It provides an opportunity for workplaces to celebrate riding to work and encourages employees that currently don’t ride to start.
